On Saturday the Trinity Second XVIII appeared to arrive at the Mount Claremont venue expecting 
that turning up would be sufficient to take the points. A few of the players drifted in late as the rest 
completed an extremely lack-lustre three-quarter lap at half rat power. This was followed by a few 
lazy stretches resting against the point posts whilst chatting about how the Bombers had blitzed 
the Dees in the Friday night game. It smacked of disrespect for the opposition and a tongue-
lashing from the coach was required to get the focus back on track. 
 
Trinity began the game with a stiff breeze at their back and they made a solid start, kicking five 
goals to nil in the first term. The siren to end the quarter also signalled the start of a torrential 
downpour. The resulting mud and greasy conditions would test the skill levels of all players.  
 
Determination to be first to the footy and the ability to keep the ball moving forward would become 
key ingredients for success in the second term.  



The teamôs ability to score into the wind and to keep an organized defence in this term broke the 
back of the Christ Church resistance. During this quarter the team had nine scoring shots to nil, 
but unfortunately the forwards peppered the points. Cameron Nevilleôs discipline in staying around 
the defensive fifty and his ability to deliver the ball to the open side (when it occasionally arrived 
there), were crucial elements in the style that allowed TC to rebound the ball into their forward line. 
 
After demoralizing CC in the first half, Trinity went to town in the third quarter. Michael Hart made 
the most of Goesyôs excellent ruck work to win almost every clearance in the first ten minutes. 
Harty delivered the ball to the running half-backs, Callum Hall being the recipient more often than 
not. With a high degree of efficiency the ball was kicked long to the leading forwards, who had 
been instructed to bring the ball to the front if they were not able to mark it. This predictability 
allowed other players to get front-and-square for the crumbs and a deluge of goals resulted. Trinity 
kicked nine goals and only a solitary behind to lead by 106-points at the final break.  
 
The value of playing predictably, minimizing possessions by going direct, moving the ball quickly, 
playing in front, as well as protecting the ball carrier and communicating with team-mates cannot 
be under-estimated. There are so many elements that make a great team and contribute to a good 
result, but foremost is the ability to win the ball and use it effectively, whilst applying enough 
pressure on the opposition to make them turn it over when they gain possession. Trinity had all 
these bases covered on Saturday and the players used their heads, especially Zeko who was also 
prepared to use his face when necessary. 
 
Well done lads; youôve earned a rest. Keep the fitness up (Barbs) over the next month so you can 
make an assault on the Second XVIII trophy in the last four fixtures.
